New Exhibition at the Farnsworth

Arnold Newman

(Rockland, ME) On Saturday, March 27, the Farnsworth Art Museum, in Rockland, Maine will open a new exhibition of photographs by Arnold Newman. The exhibition, entitled Arnold Newman, will be on view in the museum’s Craig Gallery through August 8, 2010.
Arnold Newman (1918-2006) was one of the world’s foremost portrait photographers. His many pictures of prominent subjects, set in intimate surroundings related to their professions and personalities, set a new standard in the field of post-World War II picture magazines. He is recognized as the “Father of Environmental Portraiture,” a style in which the photograph is executed in the subject’s usual environment, such as in their home or workplace, and typically illuminates the subject's life and surroundings. In an article entitled “My Life in Photography” the artist wrote:

“For me, I am interested in what motivates individuals, what they do with their lives, their personalities, and how I perceive and interpret them. But of equal importance, or of perhaps even greater importance is that, even if the person is not known or already forgotten, the photograph itself should still be of interest or even excite the viewer. That is what my life and work is all about.”

Newman was an important contributor to publications such as New York, Vanity Fair, LIFE, Look, Holiday, Harper’s Bazaar, Esquire, Town and Country, Scientific American, New York Times Magazine, and many others. His association with Maine developed over a decades-long involvement with the Maine Photographic Workshop (now the Maine Media Workshop). Among his subjects were some of America’s best-known artists, many of whom themselves had Maine connections:  Berenice Abbott, Milton Avery, Red Grooms, Edward Hopper, Robert Indiana, Alex Katz, John Marin, Louise Nevelson, Kenneth Noland, Italo Scanga, Paul Strand, Joyce Tenneson, Neil Welliver and Andrew Wyeth. The exhibition and its accompanying catalogue (published in cooperation with David R. Godine) will celebrate Arnold Newman’s career, with particular emphasis on his own Maine connections. The primary media sponsor for Arnold Newman is Maine Home +Design. This exhibition is supported in part by the Overbrook foundation.
